Prayer

Welcome Speech  
The President, Mr Jose Alexander opened the meeting by welcoming 
everyone to the 25 th AGM.

He also 
mentioned that KCA has embarked on various projects including 
Ma layalam mass in East Ham and has  plans to have regular 
Malayalam mass in  Croydon, a combined Christmas  and Silver jubilee 
celebration and  trips to  Alton  Tower s/ Walsingham /Blackpool.  
 
 Mr Jose Alexander applauded the success of the membership 
coordinator Mr Tomy Isaac who is recruiting new members.  He 
reminded everyone that the KCA website is a tool for the community 
and is used to promote educatio n, sports and any events or 
information beneficial to the community.   He said that “ we live in a 
diverse community  and KCA is more open, transparent and 
accountable to the community. ”  He also said  “ If we don’t do our job 
properly, the community will lose c onfidence b ut if the  community do 
not help us, the leadership will lose  confidence. ”  He also mentioned 
that the community needs to support the leadership and participate in 
all community events.

Minutes of previous AGM and annual report

by Mr  Edwin Rajan and seconded by Mr Stanley  E Napoleon.  
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Treasurer’s report  
Mr Jamesh Pereira presented the finance report which showed a b ank 
balance of £15,862.32 and net current assets  of £ 15,667.71 the 
difference drew everyone’s attention to the figur es and  Mr Jamesh 
Pereira  answered queries raised by members. It was suggested to 
include a list of sponsors for more clarity.  The acc ou nts were  passed by 
Dr Elvin D’C ruz and seconded by Mr Joy Peter.  
 
Annual Retreat  
Mr Terence Kabalias reminded about KCA’ s policy of retaining 10% of 
the proceeds from annul retreat which was approved by the AGM but 
wanted to know if this was still the practice.  
 
In response to this question Mr Bastian Bennett pointed that KCA has no 
authority to retain money collected from churches unless permission 
has been granted  by the Diocese .  
 
Community Participation  
Mr Praveen Issac suggested that more emphasis should be placed 
engaging more people in community events.  Mr Jose Alexander 
thanked Mr Praveen Isaac for his suggestion and  promised that his 
focus is to engage all the sections of the community in future events.   
 
Email Report  
Dr Elvin D’Cruz pr oposed that in future reports will be sent  by email to 
save costs.  Mr Jose Alexander responded by saying that we will start 
collect ing emails addresses and send email instead of posting reports 
wherever  possible  
 
Malayalam Mass   
Mr Joy Peter informed the committee of the reason for Malayalam 
mass in Croydon no longer being  celebrated regularly is that not 
enough people are attending. The members suggested that  an  
opportunity should be given to all those interested in arranging 
requiem  mass for their loved ones in East Ham and Croydon.  
   
Retreat 2010  
Mr Joseph Manual requested that KCA should invite Fr J ustin Alex of 
Anugraha Bhavan, Trivandrum  to conduct retreat for KCA members.  In 
reply to that Mr Bastian Bennett informed that he is already  in touch 
with Fr Justin Alex and  agreed to invite for the retreat and annual 
pilgrimage for 2010.  
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KCA Community Priest 
Mr Christie Sebastian put  forward a suggestion that KCA should request 
for priest from Kerala  for our community . Mr Bastian Bennett informed 
that the he has already had discussion with the Rt Rev Bishop Alan 
Hopes of Westminster regarding having a Malayalam priest to serve our 
com munity.   Mr Jose Alexander informed of his meeting with Rt Rev 
Stanley Roman, Bishop of Kollam and the Bishop has mentioned that 
an official request must come from the Bishops here.  
 
KCA Building  
The AGM has authorised executive committee  members  to  look f or a 
suitable building .  Mr Christie Seba stian mentioned that three  places 
are available ; St Nicholas ’ C hurch  hall , Manor Park, St Ant hony’s 
Church  hall , Forest Gate  and a church in Canning town.  
 
KCA AGM  
Mr Terence Kabalias pointed that the AGM should not  roll into April as a 
decision was taken previously that the AGM should always be held 
before end of March.  Mr Terence Kabalias was informed that the 
reason the AGM was held in April was due to the fact that no  suitable  
halls were available to hold the me eting at that time.
